DRESS CODES


The dress code applies to all school functions!  Repeat violations of the dress code by one or more individuals can result in immediate termination of the dress code privileges outlined in this handbook.

THE ADMINISTRATION RESERVES THE RIGHT TO PASS JUDGEMENT ON FUTURE MODES OF DRESS NOT OUTLINED AT THIS TIME.

ELEMENTARY

All students are required to dress in a manner which reflects modesty and common sense.
BOYS
Hair should be a reasonable length in accordance with good grooming habits. No earrings will be allowed. Shorts may be worn, but should be an acceptable length! Parents will be notified if shorts are too short. Pants must be worn in an acceptable manner with no boxers showing. No hats may be worn. No body piercings allowed.

GIRLS
Wearing apparel should reflect modesty and traditional taste. No spaghetti strap shirts allowed. Straps should be no smaller than 1 ½ inches across the shoulders.  NO EXCEPTIONS!  Crop tops, shirts with holes in the back, halters, low-cut blouses, and strapless dresses are not allowed. Midriffs are not allowed. Dresses and skirts should not be shorter than three inches above the knee.  Shorts should be an acceptable length!  No short shorts and absolutely no gym shorts (this includes shorts with writing on the backside).  Parents will be notified if clothing is not acceptable. No hats may be worn. Earrings will be allowed in earlobes only. No other body piercings will be allowed.
Both Genders:  T-shirts with suggestive or provocative themes or alcohol or tobacco inscriptions are not allowed. Jeans and shirts with inappropriate holes in them are not allowed.

HIGH SCHOOL
BOYS
Beards and mustaches are not permitted. Hair should be neat, clean, well-groomed, and no longer than collar of dress shirt.  No earrings will be allowed.  In grades 7-12, only walking shorts may be worn.  Pants must be worn in an acceptable manner with no boxers showing.  Sleeveless shirts are not allowed. T-shirts may be worn untucked but must be sized appropriately.  All collared shirts must be tucked in. No hats may be worn.  

GIRLS
Wearing apparel should reflect modesty and traditional taste.  No spaghetti strap shirts are allowed.  Any shirt worn must measure two incheds across the shoulders.  NO EXCEPTIONS!  Crop tops, shirts with holes in the back, halters, low cut blouses, and strapless dresses are not allowed.  Midriffs are not allowed.  Dresses, skirts, and shorts should not be shorter than 3 inches above the knee.  NO short shorts or overall shorts are allowed. No hats may be worn in grades 7-12. No body piercings are allowed with the exception of earrings in the ears.
BOTH GENDERS:  T-shirts with suggestive or provocative themes or with alcoholic or tobacco inscriptions are not allowed.  Clothing with holes in them are not allowed, NO EXCEPTIONS!  Students who have tattoos must keep them covered at all times.
Parents will be notified if a student comes to school inappropriately dressed.  The student will not be allowed to attend classes until he/she can arrange for a change of clothes.  Classes missed for this reason will be un-excused and will result in a zero for missed classes. Students may have the option of wearing clothing provided by the office or being sent home to change.
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
